1 INTRODUCTION
1.1 Purpose
This quality assurance agreement (QSV) governs the general technical and organisational conditions and processes between RAD and the SUPPLIER with a view to ensuring the quality of the services ordered. It describes the minimum requirements regarding the management system in terms of quality assurance as well as RAD’s requirements for ensuring the quality of the services ordered and is applied in addition to the order. This edition of the QSV replaces previous editions of the QSV concluded with the SUPPLIER.

1.2 Scope, entry into force and validity period of the QSV

This QSV enters into force when it is signed by both parties. 

This QSV has a fixed validity period of three years, after which it is automatically extended by one year at a time unless it is terminated in writing with six months’ notice to the end of the three-year term or to the end of a further one-year period.

The obligations of the SUPPLIER as per Section 2.2 shall remain in place even following termination of this agreement.

1.3 Note on proprietary rights

The distribution and reproduction of this document as well as the use and disclosure of its content are prohibited unless expressly authorised. Contraventions shall result in an obligation to provide compensation for damages.

CHANGE MANAGEMENT, THIRD-PARTY COMPANIES
2 GENERAL
This QSV governs quality assurance for all services rendered by the SUPPLIER for RAD. We reserve the right to conclude alternative agreements regarding quality assurance.

Based on the APQP model, this QSV encompasses all phases – from the offer phase through to the manufacturing / spare parts phase – and thus also build to print (manufacture in accordance with RAD drawings and standards) and build to spec (development and manufacture in accordance with RAD requirements). 

For orders involving development services rendered by the SUPPLIER, a range of quality assurance requirements are defined in the statement of work (SoW) in addition to the order.

Documents listed in the SoW and orders as well as the standards and regulations cited therein become legally binding when the contract is awarded.

Order-specific changes, exceptions and additions to this agreement shall be appropriately documented in writing.

The SUPPLIER shall always ensure that their actions (the execution of the order) are in line with the contract agreement, i.e. that their services comply with RAD’s requirements.

The SUPPLIER shall inform RAD in writing of their appointed quality assurance officer, who is responsible for coordinating this QSV and making / bringing about the associated decisions. RAD shall be immediately informed in writing if a new quality assurance officer is appointed.

The SUPPLIER is responsible for determining and properly defining the relevant characteristics in accordance with the specification, requirements specification or other specifications issued by the ordering party as well as for optimising as necessary the manufacturing facilities and test methods. The SUPPLIER shall ensure that the designs, processes and inspections are free from errors in all relevant aspects and verify and document this accordingly.

The achievement of quality targets by the SUPPLIER shall be included in particular in a supplier assessment conducted by RAD. The non-achievement of targets can lead above all to poor ratings, meaning that the SUPPLIER will not be given priority consideration for future projects. Other agreements may be concluded. The achievement of the agreed quality targets and intervention limits neither excludes nor limits warranty claims or claims for damages on the part of RAD for defective deliveries.

To a reasonable extent and after prior agreement, the supplier undertakes to grant RAD or RAD's representative access to all workplaces where activities related to the order are performed. RAD shall accept any reasonable restrictions aimed at safeguarding the SUPPLIER’s trade secrets.

2.1 Supplier’s duty to provide information

The SUPPLIER is obliged to check technical documents submitted or designated by RAD (e.g. specifications, drawings, etc.) to ensure that they are complete and consistent both in general and with respect to the intended purpose. If they notice that any documents contain obvious errors or are unclear or incomplete, they shall immediately inform RAD in writing.

Before changes are made to production and test procedures agreed upon with or requested by RAD, materials or supply parts for the products, the relocation of manufacturing sites or other quality assurance measures agreed upon with or requested by RAD, the SUPPLIER will inform RAD in sufficient time for RAD to assess whether the changes might have a detrimental effect (see also [3] and [4]).

If the SUPPLIER notices increased discrepancies between the actual and target product quality (quality degradation), they will immediately notify RAD in writing about this and any remedial action to be taken. They shall – upon request – provide evidence of action taken.

The SUPPLIER shall label the products or take other appropriate measures to ensure that if a product defect occurs, they can immediately identify which other products may be affected. They will inform RAD of their labelling system or other measures taken.

2.2 Documentation and storage

The SUPPLIER shall keep records of the performance of quality assurance measures, in particular of measured values and test results, and shall retain them along with any product samples/specimens for 15 years after delivery and hand them over to RAD upon request, at the latest after expiry of the period. They are obliged to grant RAD full access and to hand over copies of the records and samples. The SUPPLIER shall also provide RAD with the requested or usual product documentation (e.g. operating and usage instructions) and/or verification documents (e.g. CE certificate of conformity, quality inspection certificates). Products without such documents shall be considered as not having been delivered.

2.3 Right of RAD to review / quality control

RAD is entitled at any time as part of an assessment/audit and with prior notice of at least five days to review the quality of the SUPPLIER’s quality assurance measures.

RAD may at its own expense appoint a permanent representative on the SUPPLIER’s premises. In this case, the SUPPLIER will provide the representative with an office, communication connections and any other necessary infrastructure.

If the order is subject to official quality control, the SUPPLIER will also transfer the authorisations of RAD to the customer's representative.

3 QUALITY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (QMS)

The SUPPLIER is obliged to use a QMS in accordance with ISO 9001 in the currently valid version or a system that fulfils at least all the requirements of the specified standard.

If RAD provides the SUPPLIER with production and test equipment, this shall be integrated in the agreed QMS as if it were the SUPPLIER’s own production and test equipment.

If the SUPPLIER purchases production/test equipment, software, services, material or other items from subcontractors for the purposes of performing the agreed services, they will integrate these in the agreed QMS or themselves ensure the quality of the advance deliveries. RAD is entitled to request any relevant verification documents from the SUPPLIER.

3.1 Test/measurement equipment monitoring

The SUPPLIER shall take appropriate measures to ensure that only calibrated test equipment is used. RAD is entitled to check this for themselves on site at any time.

RAD can provide test and measurement equipment and reserves the right to define the measurement equipment for the acceptance inspection.

3.2 Handover to subcontractors

The subcontracting of the order requires the permission of RAD. If the SUPPLIER is granted permission to subcontract parts or all of the order, they shall ensure that the subcontractor is aware of and complies with this QSV and all the other binding documents. When the order is subcontracted, the SUPPLIER assumes the responsibilities and obligations from RAD.

4  QUALITY ASSURANCE 

Quality assurance for purchased parts of RAD is based on the APQP model and takes into account the entire product life cycle.

This ensures that errors are avoided and supports continuous improvement from beginning to end. For this purpose, the SUPPLIER will systematically plan, organise and monitor all quality assurance activities across all phases and provide appropriate evidence of this.

4.1 Offer phase

When the offer is submitted, the SUPPLIER shall provide evidence that they have conducted a documented manufacturability analysis for new build-to-print parts. The analysis is documented using the attached form and accompanying documentation.

In the case of build to spec, evidence that a feasibility study has been conducted shall be provided by means of a compliance matrix (the form is provided by RAD) with the requirements specification. 

4.2 Development phase (product development through to prototype)

In the case of projects/components involving development services rendered by the SUPPLIER, the technical requirements regarding the product are defined in RAD’s requirements specification. 

The specification of development services and associated, necessary verifications for quality assurance purposes are defined on a product-/project-specific basis in the statement of work (SoW).

4.3 Manufacturing initialisation phase (prototype through to initial manufacture)

If a preliminary production readiness review is required by RAD, the SUPPLIER will make all preparations for production and present them to RAD in a production readiness review (PRR).

For the PRR, the SUPPLIER shall make and provide evidence of the following preparations:

· Completeness of the technical documentation

· Full implementation of all changes from the development phase

· Full inspection planning for series manufacture (e.g. production control plan) 

· Procurement and production plan to ensure the on-time supply of materials

· Work plans shall be prepared for all production, assembly, commissioning and inspection activities. These shall contain all information relating to process steps as well as the machinery, equipment, packaging materials and means of transport to be used.

If RAD has planned a PRR, initial manufacture shall not begin until RAD has given the go-ahead in writing.

The SUPPLIER shall inform RAD of their intention to perform the PRR at least 18 working days in advance, providing the manufacturing and inspection plan and process flow diagrams.

Once the PRR has been successfully completed, RAD will issue written approval for initial manufacture. Before the start of series manufacture, and if required by RAD, the SUPPLIER shall manufacture an initial sample of the product in question, which will then undergo acceptance as part of a first article inspection (FAI). The initial sample shall be manufactured entirely under the conditions expected during series manufacture.

The FAI shall be performed under the following preconditions:

· The delivery item is manufactured at a manufacturing location for the first time.

· The delivery item is manufactured again after an interruption of >2 years.

· The product characteristics and/or manufacturing process for the delivery item have changed significantly.

· RAD explicitly requests the FAI.

The SUPPLIER informs RAD in writing of the date of the FAI at least 18 working days in advance or in accordance with the contractually agreed notification period.

The ‘Acceptance readiness notification for suppliers’ form shall be used for the written notification.

RAD is entitled to take part in the acceptance tests/inspections for the initial sample and will inform the SUPPLIER accordingly. 

For build-to-spec orders, the FAI includes a review of all the test reports (incoming goods inspections, in-process inspections, acceptance inspection) and all the certificates and documents to be provided with the series products as per the QSB code. Compared with the series acceptance inspection, the initial sample acceptance inspection may encompass additional inspection criteria. These are either defined in the ASP or agreed upon in advance between the SUPPLIER and RAD.

For build-to-print orders, the scope of the FAI shall be agreed upon in advance with RAD. At minimum, each characteristic in the design documentation shall be measured, checked and documented individually. In addition, all the test reports as well as the certificates and documents to be provided as per the QSB code shall be reviewed.

The SUPPLIER shall maintain records of the results of the FAI that clearly document the target/actual comparison and submit all records and results to RAD.

Delivery shall not begin until RAD has issued written approval.

4.4 Manufacturing / spare parts phase and repairs

For the manufacturing and spare parts phase, the product is ordered by RAD with the ‘QSB code’.

This code defines the quality assurance verifications that are to be provided with the ordered product as well as aspects such as quality control, advance incoming goods inspections, etc.

RAD offers training in how to interpret the QSB code. For more information on this, contact your product group manager.

If binding RAD inspection instructions and reports are specified, the inspections and reporting shall be performed in accordance with these. Otherwise, the inspection instructions and reports shall be created by the supplier in accordance with their specifications.

The reports shall be completed correctly and in full and provided with the inspection date and legible signatures / inspection stamp.

If an acceptance inspection is planned on the SUPPLIER’s premises, the SUPPLIER is to invite RAD to the final inspection / acceptance inspection 18 working days in advance. The ‘Acceptance readiness notification for suppliers’ form shall be used for the written invitation.

If discrepancies/problems occur during series manufacture, the SUPPLIER is obliged to employ appropriate methods (8D reports, Ishikawa diagrams, etc.) to identify the cause(s), derive and implement immediate, rectification and preventive measures and assess their effectiveness. RAD is entitled to request the associated documentation (e.g. 8D report) from the SUPPLIER.

If, due to discrepancies with respect to service performance or quality, RAD considers it necessary to perform assessments, workshops, etc. for supplier development purposes together with the SUPPLIER, the SUPPLIER is obliged to support RAD in this and provide all the necessary resources.

4.4.1 Special approvals

In the event of discrepancies with respect to the agreed performance/product specification, the SUPPLIER shall prepare a written application for special approval prior to shipment. As soon as the discrepancy is identified, the application shall be submitted to RAD using form D 0002 063 ‘Application for special approval’ (see the template in the appendix). RAD will assess the application for special approval and inform the SUPPLIER of their decision. If special approval is granted, the product/service can be delivered/provided.

If special approval is not granted, the SUPPLIER shall either rework the product, repair it or, if the product is discarded, manufacture it again from scratch. Before any repairs are performed, the SUPPLIER shall send RAD a description of the repair process for approval by RAD.

The special approval is a quality assurance measure and does not imply any waiver on the part of RAD of its warranty and liability claims due to the delivery of defective products.

The SUPPLIER shall reference the special approval number on the shipping documents. In addition, a copy of the special approval shall be included with the shipping documents and the component in question shall be identified by means of a tag (not an adhesive label).

4.4.2 Material defect in series manufacture

RAD is not obliged to perform a receiving inspection above and beyond the scope described below. Taking into account the SUPPLIER’s inspections in accordance with this QSV, RAD will check the identity of the delivered products using the information on the delivery note and the number of delivery units as well as inspect the delivered products for any visible external transport damage without performing an individual inspection. RAD will report any defects identified during the course of routine operations to the SUPPLIER without delay. No further obligations regarding the incoming goods inspection apply. In this respect, the SUPPLIER waives any objections with regard to any commercial inspection and objection obligations. 

The PARTIES shall agree that unsigned, system-generated notices of complaint sent by RAD to the SUPPLIER are legally effective.

If the SUPPLIER determines that defective goods have been delivered to RAD, the SUPPLIER will immediately notify RAD in writing and take all measures to avoid or minimise consequential damages.

Unless not possible, failed or defective parts will be made available to the SUPPLIER by RAD for analysis at the SUPPLIER’s expense. The SUPPLIER analyses the defect and informs RAD as soon as possible about the cause of the discrepancy with respect to the requirements, what troubleshooting and preventing measures are being initiated as well as their effectiveness (e.g. in the form of an 8D report).
4.4.3 Packaging and labelling

The SUPPLIER shall ensure at its own expense that the packaging ensures that the goods remain undamaged during transportation and delivery. The packaging shall be appropriately labelled. The order number, article number, quantity and, if relevant, special approval number and sample note shall be cited at minimum.

Electrostatically sensitive products shall be packaged in accordance with the ESD standard EN 61340-5-1 as amended and provided with a warning sign in accordance with DIN 40021. For special markings (e.g. for dangerous goods), the relevant regulations additionally apply.

The packaging for products with a limited shelf life shall be marked with the expiry date. Durability shall be at least 80% of the guaranteed service life at the time of delivery.

INTRODUCTION

The parties are considering whether they should enter into a business relationship concerning [......].

In order to safeguard the confidential treatment by the SUPPLIER of information received within the scope of the contract negotiations and a possible subsequent business relationship, such as, in particular, manufacturing and business secrets of RAD and its customers, the parties herewith agree as follows:

1.
The SUPPLIER undertakes to maintain confidentiality with respect to all technical and business information that it directly or indirectly receives from RAD either orally, in writing or in another form within the scope of the contract negotiations and a subsequent business relationship. It shall not be permitted, neither directly nor indirectly, to make such information available to third parties in any manner.

2.
The own employees, other agents and subcontractors of the SUPPLIER who have an imperative need for this information in order to fulfill their duties within the scope of the business relationship with RAD shall not be deemed to constitute third parties. The SUPPLIER shall, however, make the confidentiality obligation binding on these persons by way of contract.

3.
The SUPPLIER shall use the information only within the scope of the contract negotiations and a possible business relationship with RAD, and may not use the information for any other own or third party commercial or other purposes.

4.
All rights to the information, including, in particular, copyright, patent and other intellectual property rights, shall remain exclusively with RAD. The SUPPLIER does not acquire any rights of license to the information by means of this Agreement, nor is RAD obligated, based on this Agreement, to make any kind of information available to the SUPPLIER.

5.
The confidentiality obligation shall not apply with respect to information that:

(a)
was already available to the SUPPLIER, without any confidentiality obligation, at the time that it was made available by RAD;

(b)
was already publicly available at the above-referenced time or later became publicly available, without any breach of this Agreement;

(c)
was handed over to the SUPPLIER by a third party who was entitled to do so;

(d)
was expressly released by RAD by means of a written declaration.

The burden of proof with respect to the existence of the exceptional situations set out in (a) - (d) of the first paragraph above shall rest with the SUPPLIER.

6.
The SUPPLIER undertakes to handle information that constitutes classified military information in accordance with its level of classification and the military secrecy regulations with respect to such information.

7.
All information shall remain in the ownership of RAD. The SUPPLIER shall be required, upon first demand, to deliver to RAD in full all information received from RAD that is in writing or recorded in any other form as well as all copies thereof or, after consent of RAD, to destroy and/or delete the same. The destruction and/or deletion shall be confirmed in writing.

8.
A breach of the confidentiality obligation may also result in prosecution as a matter of criminal law. Article 162 of the Swiss Penal Codes states as follows: "Anyone who betrays a manufacturing or business secret that he should have kept secret based on a statutory or contractual obligation, and whoever exploits this betrayal for himself or for another person, shall upon application be punished with imprisonment or a fine."

9.
The SUPPLIER shall also be required to maintain confidentiality if, following the negotiations, no business relationship with RAD materializes.

10.
This Agreement shall enter into force upon its being signed by the parties. It shall terminate upon the expiration of 10 (ten) years after the termination of the contract negotiations and of a possible business relationship.

11.
Amendments or supplements to this Agreement shall be in writing. This requirement as to form may be waived only by means of a written agreement. No oral side agreements have been made.

12.
This Agreement shall be governed by substantive Swiss law. The parties agree upon Zurich as the place of jurisdiction.
